Like the American alliance with godless
Russia a few §3% years ago, thinking that would deliver us from a
great immediate danger, and it brought a far greater danger against
us which we have to face now. The situation was exactly the same
them. He says, your covenant with death will not stand! when the
overflowing scourge passes through, you will be trampled down.
In v. 20 he says, For the bed is shorter than that a man can stretch
himself on it; add the ¥E¥EX covering narrower than that he can wrap
himself in it."
