We

want to think, we want to go in our prayer life as we can every

day to India, to China, to Africa - all over the world, and work

there as we can work through prayer and accomplish God's purposes.

"Thou shalt call a nation that thou knowest not, a nation that

knew not thee shall run unto thee." If we turly follow Christ as

we should.

Then he returns again to the Gospel call. "Seek ye the Lord

while He may be found, call ye upon Him while He is near." While

He may be found; while He is near. Who knows how long the unbeliever

may have opportunity to turn to Him? to accept Him? Who knows how

long the opportunity may be there? Who knows with each of us how long

we will have opportunity to serve Christ? Many things will come

up -- 10 yrs,m 20 yrs., 30 yrs. ft from now and you'll say, Oh

I wish I had studied that particular subject a little harder. I

wish I had gone into that a little deeper. I wish I had investigated

this problem. I wish I had had experience while I was in seminary

in training for this aspect of Christian work that will prove so

important in my work at this point. "While He is near" seek him.

While he is near find the opportunities to take advantage of the

preparation He wants you to have.
