I find myself in quite a difficulty this aft ernoon. To
discuss the subject of Martin Luther in a few minutes is extremely
¢ifficult because it is a lurge subject with many facets and mmny
aspects to it., and I find it particularly difficult this after-
noon because I feel I must preface it with a passage of Seripture
and it is ruthgr hard to deal with this passage without taking a
bit of time, but I'll try to go as fast as I can. The nassage to
which I would like to call your attention is Matthew 16, varses
15 to 23:

Christ, the dSom of the living God.

v.17 snd Jesus answered ana said unto him, blessed are thou,
Simon Barjoma: for flesh and blooud hath not revealed it unto thee,
but my Father which is in heaven,

V. 18 and 1 say also unto thee, Thit thou art Peter, znd uvon
this rock 1 will build my church; anc the gates of hell shall not
prevail against it.

v, 19 And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven;
and whatsoever thou shalt bincg on earth shall be boutd in heaven:

ané whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.
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
