The man said, "No, I
don't." "Well," he said, "are you determined not to do such
things any more?" The man said, "No. I'm going to continue them;
but, the man said, "you must give me the absolutionj; that is,
you must assure me that I'm forgiven for these sins." "Well"
Luther said, "I won't do it." He said, "If you're not truly re-
pentant, how could I say that you're absolved from your sins."
