Begin with reading from 1 Tim. 1:3-6 . . 'meither give heed to
fables and endless genealogies which minister questions rather than
godly edifying . . .The end of the commandment is love out of a
pure heart . . . from which some having swerved have ‘turned aside
unto vain janglings.'"
