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few years. If it does, we will be surprised how many will secumb.

And how many who seemed weak to us, perhaps, will stand strongly,

and suffer bravely for the cause of Christ. But at present most

of us don't have to worry about persecution. We have the wiles

of the devil to think of, and they are ever active and often

successful.

One hundred years ago most of the Christians of the U.S.

were in 5 or 6 large denominations. These denominations might

differ on secondary points, but they a agreed that this Bible

was the Word of God. Thz agreed that no one could be saved except

through the death of the Lord Jesus Christ.
