one case it says there wilil come one 1liks the son of mar cominc on
the clouds of hoaven. It was recognized very early khat tha* yas-~
a predictisn of the coming of the Masslah upon the clcovrds of heavens
Jesus Christ called himself the 3on of Man very clearly referring
back to tuls statement In Daniel,

“What 1s mokt familiar te most Christianz in Daniel is the
great accounts in thls book of ficelity to God. ”nny neonle think
the Bible is compossd of just »ne miracle 2ftar anebther, Those
who have this idea have not read the Bible very much, VYou can

read long ations without finding any roference to what we would
call a quperndtu ral act, something that is ordirarily called a
miricle. OFf course the wo*d miracle actually mzans a sisn. It does
not have to mean a supernatural act. BDut ve do have areat super-
natural acts ia the 3ible. But they are found only ia a fow 3rzat
cruciai periods, and one of these periocds was at the time at the
peginning of the Sxile, when you have thls aczumulation of
