Paul expressed it very well when he said in Roman ch. 1
verse 20: "For the invisible things of him from the creation
of the world are clearly seen being understoocd by the things
that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so tthat they
are without excuse."

David also said in PsXs 19; "The heavens declare the
glory of God and the firmament showeth His handiwork. Day unto
day uttereth speech and night unto night showeth knowledge.
There is no speech nor language where their voice is not heard.
Their line is gone out throgghout the earth and their word to
the end of the world."

Once I was talking to a young man who was a student at a
small theological seminary.
