To consider his particular abilities or his particular weakness
and sce how they might affect his work. To consider all the
various circumstances Iinvolved and to make a decision as to what

he belisved the Lord would have him to do.

That is the first and most important principle of guldance.
Maka absolutely sure that it is God's will and His will alone
that we are seeking. Rid ourselves of thess strong forces that
are in everyone of us m that would pull us in thiz or in that
directinne. That is the mos important paxSsss step in guidance.

The second 1s to bhe sure that our minds are so £ill=>d with i}
Scripture thaktwe have 1ts principles and purpnses in our nminds.
We must make this primary in making our decision,

Then we must get ithe gudgment of other people as to how well !
we would work in certain areas or in certain typesof things. It
is amazing now even among fine Christians you make a little _
criticism of them, immediately they react to excuse themsclves '
and to explain just why you have misunderstood them. That they
meant something entirely differently from what thexy wagxxx the
way that you took it!

You may have misunderstood them or you may not. Others may
misunderstani you or may not. But it's not haif B so importanc
whether people unierstand you right or whether people get a
wrong impression of yeu, is not half as important as finding
out how you appear to other peonle and learning what other
people feel about your particular ahilities, or about your
particular weaknesses. God may give us means like this of
learning what we'd never learn by our own experience. God wants
us to try every type of Christian work, because we canncot teoll
what hiddern talent we might have until we've gotten into something.

I often have students come to may and they say, I feel the
Lord wants me 1n teaching. I feel I should go into the pastorate
Maybe He does. On the other hand in many cases I think there are
people who have this feeling, If I teach I get a job wi th an
organization, and they raise the money, they pay my salary, they
take care of my situation. If I go out into & church as pastor,
If I do well the money comes in, if I don't do well the money
doesn't come in. I think there is that feeling that you are more
on your own in tue pastorate, but I con't think that should
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
