S0 in the second plae@ ¢ think we should recognize his great
power, Now he is not omnipresent. He is not everywhere, but he can
manifest himself just about anywhere that he chooses, on thls earth.
He is not like God--omnipotent, He can do nothng except as God
permits, but God does purmit him to do a great deal,

we read that he goes about as a roaring lion yet how often we
fail to recognize this fact. Just like a few years ago-~1 guess
it was 40 or 50 yearg ago--iHitler declared to the world what he
was going to do. He began gathering his forces, making his pre-
parations., People lawghaed ak him. They paid iitiie ‘abtention Lo
him. In England he was eawpiatuiy disregarded for many many years
while he was building up his strength. Then Hitler sent his forces
into the Rhineland where according to treaty they were not permitted
to go., He sent them ia thera. There orders were given that on the
least sign of opposition they were immediately to withdraw. But
the other nations considered him worthy of not paying much attention to.
Nothing was done, They took oveg the Rhineland. They tock over one
thing after another, and eventuglly the whole world had to reckon
with his power, The pewar of .a roaring lion.

It was very raaaatly khlt Tai. gn&n in Africa terrorized the
country where he was in control, He murdered hundreds of Christ-
inas.
