Many of you knew him. Dr. MacRae has-~I den't knew hew he has
survived se well, but he deesn't leek any different new really
than he did ha¥f a century age! And I hepe he'll leek just as
well when he's threugh preachineg.

AAM: I den't knew whether I sheuld take that last remark as
wondering if I ceuld last threugh the whele talk! I was asked te
speak on the Prefit of the Seriptures. And the theught eccurred
te me, What shall it preft a man if gain the whele werld and
leses his own seul? What shall it prefit a minister if preach
wonderful sermens and all the wemen gush ever him hew wenderful
he is, and he fills his church with a very large humber, but
does net train his peeple te love the Scripture and te arew
thereby?

Se I'm glad te speak on the Profit of the Seripture because
I believe that next te the matter of salvatien and what the Lerd
Jesus Christ did fer us an Calvary, there is nething as impertant
as our relatienship te the Werd of Ged,.

Iv always gives me a sad feeling when I eeo inte a Christian
boekstere. Because altheugh I see many fine beaks thers abeut
h ow te do this and hew te de that, hew te immrove yeur family
life andd and hew te kuild yeur church, etg., I rarely see many
boeks on discussien of hew te interpret the Bible. The sectien
in mest eof our Christian beooksteres teday of kooks dealing with
parts of the Bible seem te me te be very, very small. I feel
that it is impertant if we are truly to fellew the Lord that we
contemplate and mere frequently think abeut just how impertant
the Werd of Ged sheuld be, net as a banner, but as a guide, as
foed fer our spiritual lifes, as that te which we sheuld lead
our pepple. That they sheuld grew net simply by taking what we
give them, but that they sheuld grew by the feecd that Ged prevides
in theSecriptures,

There are many Bible passages we immediately think ef in
this eennectien. It would be particularly apprepriate I think
te say a werd akeut Ps-. 19. "Theheavens declare the glery ef
God. The skies precliim the werk of HMis hands. Day aféer day
they pour ferth speech, night after night they display knewledge.
There is ne speach ner language where their veice is net heard,
Their veice is gedm out inte all the earth. Their word te the
end eof the werld.,” The first 6 vv. of this Psalm ddeal with the
greatness of Ged. Truly peeple are blind indeedwhe can think -
this werld came inte existence threugh accliden’.

They tell us new that in ene single sell of the mest simple
animal yeu can find--the one-celled animal--there are mere than
100 different enzymes working tegether as a system. The complé-
catien of the little things the Lerd has made, and the cemplexity

of the tremendeus universe He has made, te say that this came te
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
