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teacher to death and a bystander, Luciﬁig rebuked Urbijus for sueh

a punishuent on the mere ground of his being a Christian. ‘Urbiﬂns
replied,i You also seem to me to be such an one.? And when Lucius x
answered, titost certainly I aaun,'l he again ordered him alsc to be led
away. And'he professed his thanks, knowing that he was delivered
from such wicked rulers, and was going to the Father and King of the

heavens. And still a third having cowe forward, was condemned to be

spunished." (Chapter II) Justin goes on to say that because Christians

thus despise death yeaerning for heaven seme of their opponents urge
them all to co nrit suicide saying, "Go then all of you and kill

yourselves and pass even now to (God and do not trouble us." This

Justin argues, a Christian could not do because, "I1If, then, we all

kill ourselves, we shall Le the cause, as fer as in us lied, why
no one should be born, or instructed in the divine doctrines, or even
why the human rasce should not exist; and we shall, if we so act, be |
ourselves acting In orpesiticn to the will of Geod% (Chap.IV). Hogica
that the crude objection to Christianity vproceeded on the assumption
that to all Christians death was preferable to 1ife. This of course
is simply the statement of the Apostle ia Puilli&;ans 1:23, But it

[ AT
denies purgatory. Pether Justin ia déscussing the death of Christians
declares, "And we are persuaded that every one who %l8d&s those things
that seem to be good, a:d follows hard after what are reckoned
difricultﬁﬁpjistrange, enters into tlessedness." (Chap.XI). Justin
also guates the argumeant of the mwan who led him to Christ as saying,
"The souls of the pious remain in a better place while thoss of the
unjust and wicked are in a ﬂbrse, waiting for the time of Jjudgument.
Thus some which have appeared worthy of God never diej but others
are punished so long as God wille them to exist and to be punished.”

{Dialogue With Trypho, Chap. V). Justin hiwself according to the
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
