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Memorandum on Giscussion with Prof. Garstang regarcing the
date of the fall oy Jericao.

Last veek I wags pleascd to learn that Brof. John Garsting

of Liver.ool University, tue excavator of Jericho, was at

the Oriental Institute. I went to his oiTice and asked him
if I would have tie opportunity of hewring him lecture on
Jericho wihile I am in Chicugo. He handed e a ook wirichh he
hos recently publisied entitled "The Stoxy of Jericho," sug-
gested that I read it and gaid thatl he would then be glad to
digcuss with me any points in wiiich I might be intcrested.

I read the book and was impressed uith its clear presentu-
tion of his discoveries regarding the history of Jevicho from
the earliest times. Vhat paflicularly interested me wos the
question of the Gule of the conguest of the city. Ie staies
in the b ok that tie condition of the walls is clear evidence
that they fell down suduenly in a nighty cataclywmi which
could not have been produced by any human agency. Tine ques-
tion on vwhicn there s8till remains considerable uncertzinty

is that of the dote wihich this occurred, Regarding this au=-
thorities diffex redically. Dr. Garstang is fimmly coavinced
that it occurred about 1400 B.C.

I will briefly resume Dr. CGarstang's arguments for the dute

of the fall of Jericho. He says tuael there were five cities
built upon this site. Tanis is not counting the unwalled neo-
lithic settlement wiiich existed, he says, for at least a
thousand years prior to the erection of a wall at the pluce,
This setitlement wii¥a completely destroyed™an entirely new
race built the first walled city ubout 3000 B.C, Skipping
over the first acd second cities, the third city was the -
greatest evexr to occupy the gite. It runs for about 500 years,
frow agpyroximately 2000 B.C. to about 1500 B.C, Its wall en-
closed the enti r¢ mound, and ran around its base. During the
lattexr part of this period it was probably a provincial nead-
quarters for the Hyksos kings, many of whose scarabs are found
in its remains., Afber the ilyksos were criven out of iigypt

the city was destroyed and lay in ruins for a time. Then it
was rebuilt along very similar lines to those of tie third
city, except that this fourth city occupied & much smaller
territory and its walls enclosed only the actual sumait of

the mound, The palace of the king covered the same foundation
as in the previous city. TFae-beeix~sieses After a period
of independence tue city was aunexed by the Egyptiens under
thacir conquering monarch, fothues III. low Egyptian scarabs
again begin o appeuar in great numbers. Prof. Garstang says
tiat certein very splendid ones, with the Xgyptian king's
nane on are signet rings given by the king to the ofiicial
wno represents him, just as the Bible tells us that the Hyksos
nonarchs gave a signet ring to Joseph. In the towbs outside
the city he found a series of thece signet scerabs exiending
on from Tothmes III through his successors, but stopping with
the reign of Amenophis III.
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
