There-
fore, Moses recelves the command, i.e. to write dewn the previesusly
communicated cemmandments, and he cemplets the same when-he writes the
ten commandments en the tablets. One must understand it this way, if

he reads vss 27 and 28 after one anether. Kuenen, however, takes vss

1,4, and 28 out of Exod. 34 and sees the cencluslen eof the Decalegue

narrative of Exed. 19-33 (E), by which vs. 28 deesn't cennect with vs.

"Yanweh. "
