Abraham is

represented as having his home in Beersheba . . . . (c) The scene of the covenant

between the Lord. and. Israel is not Mount Sinai, which is never mentioned, but

Mount Hor'b. Nor is it possible to hold that Hor&o is merely another name for

Sinai, for the implication of the B narrative is that it was situated much nearer

to Egypt. (d) adesh is never mentioned, and the work of Moss is associated

exclusively with Horeb . . . . . -
