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that there will be some sort of communication'.. It will then be in order

for us to investigate the evidences, so as to determine whether the Bible

actually fulfills its claim that it is indeed a revelation from God.

This question, whether God is a person, would not have seemed

particularly pressing a few years ago, when practically everyone expressed

belief in a personal God. Today, however, contrary attitudes ha been

widely disseminated, such as leave God entirely out of consideration

in the investigation of the universe. True science does not take an

atheistic position; it simply devotes its attention to one aspect of God's

universe which may not include the question of origination of materials,

energies, and laws. However, the tendencies of certain students of
