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tact that it is God's Word, and therefore absolutely dependable and

tree from error.

The internal evidences of the truth of the Word of God are

there, plain for anyone to see. However, there is none so blind

as he who will not lee. If one turns his eyes away and determines

to glorify merely human ideas, to follow modernism, neo-orthodoxy,

or some other -ism, rather than the teaching of the Word of God,

his prejudices may lead him to shut his eyes to the evidences, and

even to fail to see them at all. But if a man will come with an

attitude of humility before truth, willing to investigate fairly,

the Holy Spirit will show him the clear internal evidences of the

accuracy and dependability of God's Word. Our Lord Himself expres

sed this principle in John 7:17, saying: "If any man will do his

will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether

I speak of myself."

Nov we shall turn our attention to external evidences of the

Bible. We shall look at two types of external evidence. The first

of these relates to archeology, a comparatively new movement, but

one of great importance.

As recently as a little more than a century ago, much of the
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
