A half
century age this denomination stood solidly against the Higher Cri-
ticism and opposed all denial of the full truthfulness of any
part of God's Word. Today it has med so far away from these ba-
sic tenets that its newly adopted system of Sunday School lessons
follows the unbelief of the Higher Criticism, and the Wellhausen
theory is taught as established truth in most of its colleges and
theological seminaries.

Under these circumstances it is vital that Christian people
everywvhere learn something of the vital evidences of the tmmth of
God's written Word, &én order that they may stand intelligently
for that revelation which is owr only source of knowledge of salva-
tion through Christ. If the Bible falls, then Christianity is a
farece. But the Bible will not fall, for it is entirely true and de-
pendable., Never was unbelief more widespread than today. Yet
never before in Christian history were so many unanswerable evi-
dences avallable, regarding the truth of the Bible.

During the past century archeology has so increased our
knowledge of ancient times that the oid Testament no longer stands
alone., Under the excavator's spade, great cities have emerged
