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in many cases the New Testauent will be very similar to the Revlised Stand-
ard Version. If this is the case 1t would be necessary to be able to show
that vhat was done was simply a revising of the King Jawea and not a copy-
ing of the R8V.

Probably in connection with the New Testament 1 a much more conservative
attitude on textual criticlsm were followed, 1t would help to make a dis-
tinetion. .At the sawe time, this might make it 2 b1t wmore difflcult to
defend it in scholarly clrcles which tend to follow the changing vhims of
textual eritics from tiwe to time.

0f course the great point of neced for a book of this type is in the 01d
Testament where the Revised Standard Version has done such terrible damage.
