And 1t's pretty hard to group
these little groups of people together under any one title but they have
come to be grouped together under the title "AngiLBaptiats“ and the reason
that that title has been used for them 1s because although they differed
widely in their views - all kinds of different ones held - yet they seemed
to have agreed as against Calvin and Luther d4nd the other leaders of the
Reformation in this one thing - that they insisted that when people come to
accept our views, then they must be Baptized again and so they were called
A -Baptistsk; that is, Baptizers over - re-baptizers. And so these
people are lumped together under the heading of Anabaptists. Now I have
here a history of the church written by Albert Henry Newman published by
the American Baptist Publication Seclety and I think this is probably the
ﬁ::ding Baptist manual of Church History.
