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AAM: Well, now that is what you would expect. That it would be another indi

vidual. You would think what are the principä interpretations. He lists 5

individuals, then he lists 2 generalized ones, the Roman empire which might be

almost any one of these individuals, and the pope and the papal system, two which

are general, but each of them is telling you what these verses refer to. Now

here is what he gives as number 5. The dispensationalist interpretation. Now

I mean, if he were to say, the premil, the postmil, the amil, something like that

that would be a consistent classification, wouldn't it. Or to say, the inter

pretation is A.E., Constantine, Tilitus, etc., that's a consistent mtji method of

classification.
