And divides the 5th into two parts, one whether he is the antichrist
who ts the little horn of Daniel 7, or whether he is tha antichrist xx who is
not to be identified with the little horn of Daniel. Well, that's a question

of ¥ how you take ch.7, not how you take ch.1l. Both of them are taking ch.1ll
as the antichrist. And the question of whether the antichrist is a Jew or a
Gantil doesn't effect whether he is the antichrist or not. It is merely certain
parts of the body. It 1s as if you say thepe are the people who want to vote
for Eisenhower as pwE presédent, and these are the people who want to vote for
Stevenson for president, and these are the people who want to vote for Eisen
hower on the assumption that he wears a red hat, and these are the people who
want to vote for Eisenhower on the 8 assumption that he wears a green hat.
