Thee must be a dispensa-
tional difference. Anybody who says there isn't 1s taking a view which cannot
possibly be taken with the Scripture. And so to Asay a dispensationalist is one
who believes there are divisions in a divine economy, and differente in His deal-
ing with people means that all Christians are then dispensational. Well, now,
there are people who say a dispensationalist is one who believes that people are
saved through the death of Christ at some perlods, and at other periods in d4dif-
ferent ways. And a non-dispensationalist is one who believes that all men at
all times who ever has or ever will be saved, are saved by virtugfe of the death
of Christ. Now, if somebody mives that for a definition, then there 1s no
Christian who ever has been a dispensationaflist, and anybody then who is dis-
pensational im that sense 1is not a Christian. Becuase the teachling of the Bilble
is absolutely clear and explicit that nobody ever has been saved, or ever will
be saved in any way except through the death of Christ, and through the things
that God gives to him, and every Christian who studjes the Bible at all will
eppress hls agreement with that, and if a man denies that, he is not a Christian.

Now, you take that and you carry it on logically, and it
means that people have been saved 1n a different way, not thoough the death of
Christ. .......

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isn't one person who ever lives who isn't. We are all illogical in our thinking.
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
