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knows all the details about the return of Christ, and we are fery £mXim foolish
to think we know them all. But there are many people, an ignoratn person is
aprt to immddiately think he knows a great deal, and a person who has a good
bit of education is also apt to think the same thing. We should all try to
avold it. We should take what the Scripture is clear on, and stand on it, and
we should be charitable, and go slowly on the things, but there are people who
think they know a thousandg different details, and others will call them dis-
pensationalists, but that is the reason they call them. Well, I think it is
very foolish to use the word in that sense. The word "dispensationalist" 1is
perhaps quite properly used in connection with the Bullingerites, but there are
many many times as many other people who call themselves dispensationalists, who
are not Bullingerites. Now, the Bullingerites are a group of people, their
leader in this country 1is O'Hare, I believe, in Chicago, who Wold the view that
the Bible is to be divided up 1Into sections, this sections is for Israel, and
this section is for a people of a certain time, and this of a certainf time, and
you have a little section, the prison epistles, and that is all that is for the
church today. And the sectiong after the church epistles are to people of an
:ginxu we haven}t yet come to, and all the sections before are to people of
other ages. Well, that 1is a view which a great overwhelfming majority of
Christian people repudiate, because most Christian people belleve that all the
Bible is meant for all of God's people. But that doesn't mean that any Christ-
ian believes that all of the Bible has equal relevance at all ax times. There
are parts of the Bible which were of tremendous importante in the time of the
Israelites, which are interesting for us today, but of not nearly of the import-
ance of some other parts. There are parts of the Bible hhat have special rele-
vance to certain times, but all of the Bible is for all of God's people at all
time, and so again the word 'dispensational’ as you see is carried to 1ts exteeme
in this Bullingerite position, and you will find very very few prRE people who
accept it. And nobody accepts the view that all of the Bible is relevent for

all times, nobody will accpet that. It is a word that doesn't, I belleve shed

much light. Now, the idea that many people who haven't thought the thing through
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
